Some Christian leaders, though they are solid supporters of Israel, have been

unwilling to also stand with the Jewish believers in Jesus. For various reasons, they

have been bold to awaken the largely gentile Church to Israel’s significance, but stop

short of identifying with those of us “born-again” Jews who follow our Messiah.

I thank God for leaders who staunchly push back against anti-Semitism, anti-Zionism,

and Replacement Theology. Bible teachers like John Hagee, for example, challenge the

Church to stand with Israel. 

However, I have longed for the movement that is about to break forth worldwide.

In fact, it is beginning in Jerusalem (“Vat den, ver else?” my grandma might opine). It is

a bold, new—yet ancient—paradigm, which acknowledges the mutuality of what Rav

Shaul (the Apostle Paul) calls the “one new man”

in Ephesians 2:

14 For He Himself is our peace, who has

made both one, and has broken down

the middle wall of separation, 15 having

abolished in His flesh the enmity, that is,

the law of commandments contained in

ordinances, so as to create in Himself 

one new man from the two, thus making

peace …
