It's been a while since we shared with our readers some of the letters and
newspaper/periodical clippings received by the ministry. Because of our small staff and our
goal to be effective stewards of your kind support, it’s just impossible to respond personally to
all of the mail we receive. Our focus is the production of Zola Levitt Presents and distribution
of Zola’s teaching materials. And Zola, due to his current health problems, is just unable to
respond to individual inquiries as frequently as he would like. We tried to collect a

representative sampling of mail we have received recently.

The following is excerpted from a recent
issue of The New York Times. This article
entitled, “Syria, Drugs and the U.S.,” was
written by A. M. Rosenthal, a columnist
we've quoted in the past.

The Bekaa Valley was once Lebanon’s
breadbasket — rich with wheat, fruit,
vineyards. Since Syria took military
control of the country, 90 percent of
the valley has been given over to drug
cultivation — particularly opium for
heroin.

Syrian military units border cannabis
and opium fields and laboratories for
making the heroin. Individual Syrian
officers make as much as $30,000 a
year for the trade. Higher officers,
including President Assad’s brother
and the Minister of Defense, make
vastly more. All told, the Syrian
military gets a subsidy of $300
million to $1 billion from the heroin
trade, much of its product destined
for the United States. Terrorist

groups headquartered in Syria also
draw funds from drug cultivation in
the valley...

The information above comes from a
report ordered and made public by the
chairman of the House Subcommittee
on Crime and Criminal Justice... It
urged that the U.S. set a deadline for
Syria to end its drug activities and
that the Justice Department prosecute
Syrian generals who conspire to put
drugs on streets. The report was
drawn up in the summer and fall of
1992. It denounced the Bush
Administration’s failure to take action
and warned that the Syrian drug trade
could turn into another Iraggate...but
[the report was] not made public until
after Election Day in November.

Since then, the production of opium
for heroin in the Bekaa Valley has
moved — upward...

If
American police and anti-drug agents
can risk their lives fighting growers,
dealers and pushers, it is not asking
too much of the President to state
publicly that the Government of Syria
is all three.

The Jerusalem Post covered Holocaust
survivor Cecilia Rexin’s story because of
her unusual situation; she is a Gentile
Christian, not a Jew. She didn’t have to go
the camps but she was caught helping
Jewish children. In addition to her
memories that we covered in the April
1993 Levitt Letter, the writer, Jacob Dallal
of the Post, reported the following.

In January 1945, as the Germans
were becoming increasingly desper-
ate, Rexin was transferred to work
in a munitions factory outside the
Buchenwalk concentration camp,
making bullets for the German
army. She said she developed
typhus and double pneumonia and,
after a few months, weighed about
36 kg [79 lbs.]. With the Allied
soldiers’ approach imminent, the
Germans abandoned the factory,
leaving behind poisoned food for the
famished workers.

“It was only because I was so ill that
I did not eat,” Rexin said. “Had I
eaten, I would have been dead.”

Cecilia continues to lecture in schools in
Indiana on her experiences in the concen-
tration camp because, “I want the younger
generation to know what happened before
those of us who were there are no more.”

But, the Post covered only part of her
story. We could only wish they had added
the fact that American Christians made
the trip possible with their love gifts.
Travel Experience International set out to
take Cecilia and her daughter Nancy to

Israel. We made a single appeal to our
viewers for funds, indicating that
contributions would be welcome. Enough
money to cover all their expenses was
given by our wonderful supporters who
love the Jewish people and honor Israel.
The Lord’s calculations were characteristic
of his usual precision! We received an
amount sufficient to cover the price of the
two tours and the sizeable phone bill that
Nancy incurred in making long-distance
calls to Germany and various U.S.

agencies to secure a passport for Cecilia.

Like yourself, the Lord has placed a
burden on my soul for Israel and the
Jewish people, wherever they may be, in
general. Unlike you, I'm not Jewish by
birth. As the Religion Editor of the Times
Herald, Orlean, NY, I have the freedom to
do commentaries like the one following.

“Christianity’s Roots
Sprout From Judaism”

Where are the Christians? Where were the
people who claim that their Messiah (who
just happens to be Jewish) is so
wonderful, so powerful, so loving?

If you're a Jew and your people have suf-
fered through multiple persecutions, it’s a
fair question to wonder where the
followers of Jesus were when you were
being slaughtered in different “cleansing”
attempts throughout the ages.

With the recent opening of the Holocaust
museum in Washington, D.C., Christians
are vividly reminded that the lineage of
Jesus Christ is pure Jewish. He wasn't
Norwegian; he wasn’t Eastern European;
he wasn’t born in Maine.

Simplest put, to be both pro-Christian
and anti-Jewish just doesn't fly!

When I see stories about a rise in anti-
Semitism, I wonder who these anti-
Semites are. Would we dare think some
are practicing Christians?...

Religious history shows us that the Chris-
tianity we know and practice today had its
roots in Judaism; in fact, the church

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A Look at the Book

We have reached the conclusion of our
series on the minor prophets this month. It
has been my hope throughout this series
that through our lessons this group of
books will become less intimidating and
more accessible. As we have seen, the mi-
nor prophets contain some of the richest
revelations of the Lord to be found in the
Bible. Yet, sadly, Amos, Micah, Zephaniah
and our other friends too often remain
unread. If this series of articles motivates
you to open your Bible to the book of Hosea
or Joel, I will consider them to have suc-
ceeded in my purpose. In our final lesson
we will focus on the subject of worship. This
is an intense arena for the prophetic mes-
sage as it deals not only with the false
worship of idolatry but also

The true God could
never accept this from
His chosen people. The
transgression of the
Law, the rejection of
the Covenant and all
sins resulting from that terrific disobedience
led to severe judgment. For the ancient
nations of Israel and Judah, there was to be
no right relationship with God aside from
the keeping of the Covenant (Zeph. 1:4-13;
3:1-7; Micah 1:5; 6:13; Amos 2:4). God
alone was to be worshipped.

Idolatry would eventually lead to the de-
struction of both nations and the captivity
of the Jewish people in Babylon. However,
following their exile, history

repeat their failure. Through

Israelites that judgment need-

ed to be endured. The blatant disobedience
committed by the Jewish people in both the
Northern kingdom of Israel and the South-
ern kingdom of Judah had to be harshly
condemned. Hosea was specifically vocal
concerning the people’s idolatry, which was
deemed “prostitution” by the Almighty (1:2;
2:2-7; 4:1-10,15; 5:4-7; 6:7,10; 7:13-14;
8:1-14; 9:1). The sin of idolatry had been
the downfall of the Jewish people through-
out the Old Testament record. From the
moment when the newly freed nation
turned to the golden calf immediately prior
to Moses giving the Law at Mt. Sinai, to the
time when the judges ruled, through King
Solomon’s tolerance of foreign gods, down to
the time of the prophets, the Jewish people
had invariably chosen to worship other
gods.

divine discipline, idolatry was
purged from the nation.

The requirement of righteousness was no
less to be implemented in the Israelite’s
worship of the true God. The formalism and
elaborate presentation of the people’s wor-
ship is resoundingly rejected by Micah,
Amos and Hosea. All too often the Jewish
nation’s religion was divorced from the
essential ethical implications of the Law. To
the Lord and his prophets, that was no
religion at all. The culture at large was
engaged in gross corruption and immorality.
The government, the merchant classes and
the priesthood were degenerate in the eyes
of God because they were taking advantage
of the common people. Their religion was
distorted; the lavish ceremonies and sacri-
fices were all to often offered at the expense

of the poor. The elaborateness of their
worship concealed a hollow sham. The
prophets expose this hypocritical subterfuge
and reveal what it is in the sight of God.

Internal motivation is always more
important to God than external
demonstration.

The most sacrosanct ceremony or ritual was
considered an abomination by God if there
were no underlying intentions of morality or
justice. God takes no pleasure in the mere
solemnity of assemblies, sacrifices or festi-
vals. In fact, Amos insists that God despises
religious activity that is devoid of justice
and righteousness (5:21-23). The prophet
took Israel's spiritual temperature and
declared that the nation was running a
perilously high fever.

Because of the numerous festivals, offer-
ings, tithes and pilgrimages the Jewish
people were participating in, they falsely
assumed they were fulfilling their worship
requirements. They didn’t realize that no
amount of religious activity could exempt
them from the Covenantal criteria. Indeed,
they considered their wealth and security to
be evidence of God’s acceptance and bless-
ing. However, then and now, prosperity can
never be used as evidence of one’s virtue or
God’s blessing. Israel substituted the pur-
suit of prosperity for the righteousness and
justice that God requires.

In regard to worship, God delights in loving
faithfulness rather than sacrifice or ritual.
Mere outward acknowledgement can never
substitute for inward obedience. This is not
a prophetic condemnation of all ritual.

Ritual worship in the Temple was a neces-
sary element of the Covenant between God
and the Jewish people. However, worship
must be in spirit and truth; it must never
descend into empty formalism. Internal
motivation is always more important to God
than external demonstration. Indeed, wor-
ship involves a transformation of both
behavior and attitudes.

Yet, God was not demanding a superhuman
effort from his people. He was not laying a
burden on them that they were incapable of
bearing. The content of God’s requirements
are not complex but they are profound.
Micah’s question to the Israelites is still
penetrating after 2,700 years, “and what
does the Lord require of you but to do
justice, to love kindness and to walk hum-
bly with your God?” (6:8).
